Spring Bulbs for Schools provides primary school pupils with the opportunity to adopt study and record the development of spring bulbs as part of a National climate change study. Each pupil will receive a Tenby Daffodil and Crocus bulb to record growth and flowering times. Through collecting and comparing real data pupils discover how our changing climate is affecting our seasons and what this means for ourselves and the nature around us.

Timescale: September/October: Starter pack and the bulbs delivered  to your school. October 20th: All schools to plant their bulbs and to begin keeping weather records. January, February and March: Observing flowering, recording and reporting results through the spring bulbs website. May: School and pupils to be awarded with Super Scientist Certificates.

· To report and summarise the results of the investigation and reward each participating pupil and school with a Super Scientist Certificate.

· To ensure that each pupil adopts studies and reports the growth of their spring bulb (throughout Jan, Feb & March) and that the class as a whole keeps simple weather records (throughout October – March).

· To dedicate an area within your school grounds for placing thirty (2 litre) plant pots and to provide each pupil with 2 litres of compost or soil for planting.
